Question/ Statement: At school my child is taught how to stay safe
My child is aware of potential dangers of being online when using computer
Answer: The school’s curriculum includes numerous lessons that teach your children how to stay safe. This incorporates Internet safety as well as general safety including road safety as well as risks and dangers and what to do if they believe they are not safe themselves. Question/ Statement: I am aware of who the school's Designated Safeguarding lead is
Answer: I (Mr Rogers) am the Designated Safeguarding Lead for the school. The Deputy 

Designated Safeguarding lead is Mrs Kemp. We take lead responsibility for safeguarding and child protection, including online safety. If you have any concerns, please ring the school office to speak to us. 

Question/ Statement: I know where to access the school's Safeguarding and Child Protection policy

Answer: The school’s Safeguarding and Child Protection policy can be found on our school website or you can request a paper copy from the school office. 

Question/ Statement: I know what the term 'Operation Encompass’ means

Answer: Operation Encompass ensures that there is a simple telephone call or notification to a school's trained Designated Safeguarding Lead /Officer (known as key Adult) prior to the start of the next school day after an incident where police have attended a domestic abuse incident, where there are children related to either of the adult parties.
Our attendance this half term has been 95.3% which is excellent and above the national average. We want to say thank you for supporting us with getting your children in to school each and every day. Let’s aim even higher after the half term!
We have recently asked for your thoughts on how we communicate with you as a school. After the half term holiday, we will be sharing some simple suggestions for changes and improvements from the responses we have received.
